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	Reporting Reasonable Suspicion of a Crime

Rights and Responsibilities under Federal Law

	Under Section 1150B of the Social Security Act, a covered individual must report to both the Department of Aging and Disability Services (DADS) and to a local law enforcement agency any reasonable suspicion of a crime against a resident or individual receiving care in this facility. A covered individual includes an owner, operator, employee, manager, agent and contractor of a long-term care facility.

	As a covered individual, you must make the report within two hours after you first suspect that a crime has occurred if the suspected crime involves serious bodily injury. You must report all other suspected crimes within 24 hours after forming the suspicion.

Warning:  If you fail to report your reasonable suspicion, you may be subject to a civil monetary penalty of up to $300,000, be excluded from participation in any federal health care program, or both.

No Retaliation

[Facility Name]  cannot punish you, file a complaint with a professional disciplinary state agency, or retaliate in any other way against you for reporting your reasonable suspicion of a crime.

Right to Make a Complaint
